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Background 
It is an expectation of the Taroona Football Club that parents participate in the management of their children’s teams. 
TFC is a growing club but it is run by a small committee of volunteers, players and parents. Therefore, parent help in managing teams and assisting the club generally is vital to the club’s continued success.
What’s required?

Coaching, refereeing/line duties, team management, helping in the kiosk etc. Team Managers are required to lighten the coaches’ workloads. TFC would also prefer that coaches do not referee matches involving their teams.

Why?
In the past, some teams have had a number of parents assisting while other teams have been coached, refereed and generally managed by one parent. This is unfair, particularly on the coach whose sole responsibility should be coaching to ensure that the players and the team develops and plays to their/its full potential.
How will TFC help you?

TFC will provide support to parents in fulfilling these duties through a “Mums and Dads” refereeing instruction session run by TFC, tuition/demonstrations on how to “run the line” and/or providing access to the more formal coaching/refereeing courses run by FFT.  
Duties List – Youth Teams
The following sets out some of the duties that are required:

Coach

In accordance with FFA’s National Curriculum:
· Run training sessions. Frequency and length to be determined by the coach and players.
· Coach on game day and run the substitutes (possibly in conjunction with the Team Manager).
Team Manager
· Assist the coach on game day as required e.g. assisting with substitutions.
· Ensure that a referee is available to referee HOME games in the event that an FFT referee is not assigned to your match. The home team is required to provide the referee.
· Ensure that an assistant referee is available for every match. Each team is required to provide one assistant referee for ALL games.

· Enter Team sheets and Team results onto FFT web site. [Instruction will be provided by the Youth Committee on how this works].
· Coordinate a roster for washing team strips. Strips are to be collected at the end of each match and kept as a team lot. They are not to be handed out to players to keep for the season.
Referee
· Unfortunately, due to the lack of referees, youth games do not always have referees supplied by FFT. Therefore, the “home club” is required to provide a referee. TFC cannot supply referees so this job needs to be done by a parent.
· The Club encourages senior youth players to obtain a referee’s licence which involves attendance at an introductory course for referees. This leads to qualifying as an FFA Level 4 referee which is the starting level for officiating. This enables them to be rostered to the games where referees are not supplied. Qualified referees are paid (between $15 and $30 depending on the age group) for the games that they referee. This is also an option for other family members or for anyone in the community who would like to referee and earn some money. 
· Assistant Referee
Each team is required to provide one person to officiate as assistant referee at each game. Their role is to assist the centre referee in determining out of bounds and the off-side rule. Please note that the off-side rule, contrary to popular belief, is not that complicated and will be easily understood through the TFC-run instruction session.

Having a couple of people from each team would be ideal so that they can alternate in this role. In fact, the more people involved in refereeing and lines duties the better! 

Kiosk Duty


The club is hoping to make more use of the kiosk at home games to generate revenue. Every team (senior and youth) are required to man the kiosk when playing at the Kelvedon ground. Players and/or parents from each team will be required to operate the kiosk on days when playing at home throughout the season. The kiosk will be fully stocked and you will be advised what’s required.
