We established a strong, collaborative
committee, celebrated silverware with our social teams, saw our Men’s Championship side finish
runners‑up, welcomed three imports, had players proudly represent Tasmania, and watched our U18s
make their WSL debuts.

Season 2026 is shaping up to be just as exciting. Key coaching appointments are now in place, and
$250k has been invested in new lighting thanks to the State Government, Kingborough Council, and a
contribution from the Club. Additional infrastructure projects are underway, including expanded
storage and the development of a live‑streaming platform, and we are working towards opening our
facilities to the broader community. Our commitment to football development remains central,
ensuring we continue to nurture and grow our own talent.

We will continue to deliver programs that keep people active, connected, and engaged — our
Academy, Kick On for Women, Holiday Programs, Mini‑Tilli Kick Off for Girls, and the Pirate Cup. The
support of local businesses makes all of this possible. Without their contribution, we would not be able
to deliver these programs or invest in the infrastructure that strengthens our Club and community.
